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Who Sees What Conversation Kit

30 Minute instructions
The 30 minute version follows roughly the same format as the full game, but you’ll have to be extra careful to keep to time. Because time is tight, to give everyone a give everyone to speak, it’s best to keep each game to no more than 6 people. 

All of the stages are described in detail in the ‘How to Play’ notes in the instruction booklet. But keep in mind that you won’t be using the story cards, and the green and blue cards will be dealt out together. 

Before you start: To make for a shorter game, this version does not use all the cards. Remove the following cards:

A6, A7, A8, A9, A10 A11, A12, A14, A21, A26, A29, A3, A32, A33, A37, A40, B4, B7, B8, B10, B16, B20, B21, B22, B23, B28, B30, B32, B33, B35, B37, B38. 

Then shuffle the rest of the blue and green cards together to make a single pack.
	Intro
	2 mins
	· Explain to the group what happens in the game. 
· Give the players an overview of electronic patient records by summarising the information on page 3 of the instructions.  

	Round 1: Information
	10 mins
	· Give each player 4 cards from the combined pack of green and blue cards.
· Ask each player to choose 2 cards from their hand that they think are important. Put the cards they don’t choose away – you won’t need them again.

· In turn, ask each player to read out their cards and say why they chose them.

· Ask them to put their two cards face up in the middle of the table. 


	Round 2: 
Making clusters
	10 mins
	In this round the players need to talk about the connections between the cards and put them into groups.

· Ask one player to find two cards they think go together and say why. Have them put the two cards next to each other to form a cluster.
· Have the next player find another card they think goes with the cluster. If they don’t think that any of the cards go with that cluster they can take two cards and make a new one.
· Then have the players spend the remaining time working together to find more cards to add to these groups and make new groups.
· At the end, everyone should be happy with the groups that the group has made -but don’t worry if there are some cards which don’t fit anywhere.

	Round 3: 
Naming Clusters
	3 mins
	· Put one blank cluster card on top of each cluster.

· Ask the players to decide on a name for each of the clusters and write it in the top space on the card.
· Note the numbers of all the cards in the group at the bottom of the cluster card (you can do this after game if you’re running low on time)


	Round 4:
 Voting
	5 mins
	· Get the first question card and the four answers that go with it.

· Lay out the four answers in the middle of the table and read them to the group
· Get a show of hands to indicate which option each group member prefers and record the results on the recording form
· Do the same with each of the other questions
